1 Teddy Bear Hide and Seek

Remember EIf on the Shelf? No - I know it's not Christmas yet - wait! - come back -
hear me out.

A really simple activity to do in your home is hide and seek with a tfeddy bear.
Teddy Bear LOVES to play hide and seek. Tell your child that teddy is hiding - and
that they have to find them. Leave a leg/arm/head/ear sticking out so that your
child has something to look for so that they quickly get a sense of achievement-
give lots of praise - "Well done - such good looking- you found Teddy!" To help
yourself child's language development you could ask "Where was Teddy hiding?" If
they point at where Teddy was help them out by saying "Oh yes- Teddy was
in/underneath/behind the . You could hide the bear in the morning (if it isn't




one your child takes o bed) before they wake up or last things at night so that
they can look for the bear after their breakfast - whenever suits you. In Nursery
we had a laminated and cut out photo of a Gingerbread Man who the children loved
searching for - one day he was even stuck to the ceiling! You can be inventive with
hiding places - sitting inside the washing machine, in the bath, under a blanket or
behind the plants in the garden. That Teddy can be a bit of a cheeky onel

Perhaps your child could hide the Teddy for you to find? Children love it if you
pretend that you just can't find it and they have to help! Have fun!

Back through the mud! Squelch squerch! Squelch squerch!
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Back through the river! Splash splosh! Splash splosh! Splash splosh!
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Back through the grass! Swishy swashy! Swishy swashy!
